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Aspects to consider when evaluating the execution of the research are: 

· systematic approach

· ability to find necessary resources (literature, expert advice)

· ability to plan, and to adapt plans to situation

· autonomy of the student

· ability to collaborate with other researchers

Aspects to consider when evaluating the thesis are: 

· originality, creativity, soundness

· quality of the writing (clarity, accessibility, grammar and typography)

· critical thinking

· scientific level and scope

Guideline for grading: execution of research 20%, thesis 50%, presentation 10%, defense 10%, other products (if present) 10%.
